3. Describe the four type of shooting ranges rules and how each type applies to the handling and use of
guns.

2. Demonstrate how to safely take a gun from a shooter.
3. Demonstrate how to clear common stoppages.
H. Lesson VIl Test and Review (1.5 hours).
1. Successfully complete the NRA Range Safety Officer written examination (90% - minimum score).
2. Understand the procedure for finalizing credentialing with the NRA.
